Sea Alarm News

The RIOS workshop, held at Zoomarine, in Albufeira, Portugal, 
on 17-19 April 2008, was a great success. Organized by 
Nordeconsult, Zoomarine and Sea Alarm, the workshop was 
attended by over 45 participants from Europe and North 
America and brought together leading experts from Europe, 
the United States and Canada. The objective of the workshop

of oiled wildife response and preparedness. A number of leading 
scientists provided an overview of the latest available information 
with regards to different aspects of oiled wildlife response, with 
the view of identifying major gaps. Plenary discussions provided 
opportunities for the participants to help identify research and 
development priorities. The results of the workshop will be 
published on the dedicated RIOS website.

The next phase of the RIOS project is the preparation of a 
European Action Plan, which will be presented to the European 
Commission in due course. The Plan will be written in different 
stages, and draft versions will be made available for comments 
on the RIOS website.

Portugal Wildlife Group Meeting

Activities update

Immediately following the RIOS workshop, Zoomarine and Sea 
Alarm facilitated a national workshop for Portuguese NGOs to 
discuss how the issue of oiled wildlife response and preparedness 
could be advanced in Portugal. Hugo Nijkamp (Sea Alarm) was 
asked to chair the meeting. After an introduction by Sea Alarm, 
the participants discussed the various aspects of an oiled wildlife 

response bearing in mind the circumstances and still limited 
resources available in Portugal. All organisations expressed their 
willingness to cooperate in a joint process, with the aim of achieving 
higher levels of national preparedness. A second meeting, which 
will hopefully include the most directly involved Portuguese 
authorities, has been scheduled for June.

Oiled Wildlife Response and Planning National Works hop

Together with Animal Welfare Sweden (Djurskyddet), Sea Alarm 
organized a national workshop on oiled wildlife response and 
planning, on 4 April 2008 in Stockhom, Sweden. 

The workshop was attended by representatives from various 
Swedish authorities and key response organisations. Sea Alarm 
gave a general introduction to the subject and Jan-Ake Hillarp 
(KVF-Swedish rehabilitators association) gave a presentation 
on Sweden’s experiences with oiled animals in the Fu Shan Hai 
incident (2003). The discussions afterwards were fruitful. 

The integration of oiled wildlife response into oil spill response 
planning is becoming a more central issue in Sweden. Although 
the division of responsibilities between the various authorities is 
yet to be determined, it is clear that the optimal way of dealing 
with wildlife incidents in Sweden is an important issue that is 
progressing in the right direction.

Reducing the Impact of Oil Spills (RIOS) Workshop

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A regional training workshop was held in Helsinki on 17-19 
March 2008. Organised by WWF-Finland, SYKE, and Sea Alarm, 
the conference brought together 35 participants from the Baltic 
coastal states and Norway, and lecturers from the United States, 
the United Kingdom, and Belgium. The workshop presented 
information on oiled wildlife response and preparedness to key 
individuals from governmental agencies and NGOs in the Baltic 
region, and focused particularly on networking and cooperation.

The second day was devoted to technical training on wildlife 
response issues (dealing with oiled animals, rehabilitation 
process, the use of facilities, etc). Special emphasis was placed 
on the development and use of mobile units, which included an 
excursion to the newly designed Finnish mobile unit. A table-top 
exercise was held on the third day, which stimulated discussions 
into how to organise an oiled wildlife response.

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MENAW Conference 

Roser Gasol (Sea Alarm) attended the Middle East Network for 
Animal Welfare (MENAW) Conference, held in Cairo on 13-15 
December 2007. Together with Coralie Farren (the Royal Society 
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals) and Anand Ramanathan 
(International Fund for Animal Welfare), she organised a working 
group meeting on oiled wildlife response. The working group 
considered how the effects of oil on wildlife can be minimised through 
advanced planning and coordination with other organisations, 
as well as regional capacity and needs. The conference was an 

excellent forum to establish contacts with organisations in the North 
African and the Middle East region, providing a strong basis for 
future co-operation in oiled wildlife response and preparedness.

Hugo Nijkamp (Sea Alarm) was an invited guest and speaker at the 
Ninth Meeting of the HELCOM Response Group, which was held 
on 12-14 December 2007 in Lisbon, Portugal, and was hosted by 
the European Maritime Safety Agency. 

The Response Group is a working group under the Baltic 
Marine Environment Commission, consisting of oil spill response 
specialists from each of the Baltic Sea countries. The Response 
Group implements international policies and strategies for the 
Baltic area with regards to oil spill preparedness and response. 
A new item on the Baltic agenda is the integration of oiled wildlife 
response in existing plans for oil spill response, which is one of the 
objectives of the recently adopted Baltic Sea Action Plan. 

The aim of Sea Alarm’s presentation was to provide an introduction 
to the integration of oiled wildlife response plans. After some debate, 
the Group decided to make an inventory of the current state of 
oiled wildlife response preparedness in the HELCOM countries. 
Estonia and WWF-Finland volunteered to assume a coordinating 
role in the completion of this task, the results of which will be will be 
presented at the next HELCOM Response meeting (29-31 October 
2008). Sea Alarm encouraged the participants to look carefully at 
the European Response Plan, which contains recommendations 
for actions that can be taken at national and international levels to 
increase the international preparedness to oiled wildlife incidents.

In early November 2007, a severe storm caused many ships to 
ground in the Strait of Kerch, between Ukraine and Russia, one of 
which was the Volganeft-139, a river oil tanker that lost over 4000 
tonnes of heavy oil. 

For over three days, Sea Alarm persisted in calling organisations 
and experts that were either known to work in the area or 
familiar with the area. Finally, Sea Alarm touched base with local 
responders who were responding to the wildlife that was affected 
by the oil. On their request, Sea Alarm sent a small team to assess 
the situation. The International Fund for Animal Welfare also sent 
two representatives.  On site, both teams decided that an attempt 
to rehabilitate oiled birds (predominantly coots) was not possible 
due to the lack of appropriate facilities in the area. Although both 
organisations advised that euthanasia of the captured animals 
(over a hundred coots) was the best option, the local responders 
nonetheless made an attempt to rehabilitate the animals, but all the 
animals died in the process. This event demonstrated once again 
that a well-intended but inappropriately prepared wildlife response 
easily leads to emotional decision making processes that are not 
in the best interest of the welfare of the stricken animals.

Incidents in Germany

In the last six months, Germany has been faced with two oiled

Ten containers were lost in a storm, and as a result, thousands 
of bananas washed ashore on the Dutch islands of Terschelling 
and Ameland. One of the containers punched a hole the size of 
a football in the hull of the ship, damaging the bunker tanks. The 
vessel lost an unknown amount of bunker oil, which was reported 
drifting in the German Bight, smothering the beaches of several 
German Wadden islands. 

Over 1600 birds were reported oiled at sea, but due to the heavy

Over the course of several days, hundreds of oiled animals were 
picked up from the shores around the island of Föhr. Sea Alarm 
supported the German wildlife responders in their coordinated 
efforts to deal with the situation. Most of the rescued animals 
were transported to the Fûgelpits in the Netherlands where they 
were treated. Of the 250 animals that were transported, 215 were 
released. 

Sea Alarm arranged for the mobilisation of several Belgian wildlife 
rehabilitators to assist in the response effort. Sophie van Roose and 
two volunteers from the Wildlife Rehabilitation Centre in Ostend, 
Belgium traveled to Föhr to assist with the stabilization of the oiled 
birds. Later Sophie traveled to Kappeln where she, together with 
her colleague Claude Velter, assisted the rehabilitation centre with 
the treatment and washing of birds. Nearly 40 of the 60 birds that 
were treated were released.

Sea Alarm aims to facilitate better preparedness to oiled wildlife 
incidents in coastal countries. In this capacity, Sea Alarm believes 
it is of utmost importance for wildlife responders to be trained in 
best practices and the latest science based methodologies. Rec-
ognizing the importance of training and development, Sea Alarm’s 
Board has established an internal fund that will be used to facilitate 
activities and processes that increase Europe’s ability to respond 
to oiled wildlife incidents.

The creation of the internal Development and Emergency Fund 
has been made possible thanks to the generous donation received 
from the Tour Pour la Mer in 2006. The Tour Pour la Mer is an an-
nual fundraising bike ride organised by the maritime industry as a 
way of expressing its concern over environmental and humanitar-
ian issues associated with maritime transport.  Sea Alarm was se-

Since its creation, the Sea Alarm Development and Emergency 
Fund has been used to support several activities. Individual schol-
arships have been granted to cover costs of attendance to interna-
tional courses and workshops, and a travel bursary was made to 
cover the transportation costs of several trainee responders from 
Finland and Estonia to visit RSPCA facilities during the Napoli re-
sponse.  Sea Alarm’s intervention costs during the Volganeft-139
spill in November  2007 and the costs of  mobilizing  Belgian ex-
perts to the February 2008 spill in Germany were also covered by 
the Fund.

Sea Alarm is striving to make the Development and Emergency 
Fund a permanent facility to support the training and development 
of European wildlife responders and to be able to quickly respond 
to European emergencies. As such, it is hoped that the donation 
from the Tour Pour la Mer is just the start of a fund that will con-
tinue to grow. Sea Alarm welcomes your donations to make this 
happen.
